Marion “Buzzy” I. Seibel, 95, of Fond du Lac, died on Sunday, December 31,
2017, at St. Francis Home. 

 

She was born on January 31, 1922, in Fond du Lac, the daughter of Simon
and Irma Spielberg Arthur. On September 11, 1943, she married John
Parshall Seibel of Fond du Lac, and moved to the family farm in Unity,
Wisconsin.

Outspoken, with red lipstick and a wardrobe of hats, Buzzy delighted in the
company of others. She was active in church and civic groups in every
community, often in a leadership role. While in Delaware, she served eight
years in the House of Representatives. Marion grew up in a musical family
and her love of music reverberates in many of her grandchildren and her
great-grandchildren.
